'संग्राम'(Debate Competition) - The competition aimed to provide a platform for students 

from various colleges to speak for and against on the issues related to ancient India which helped 

people understand society’s sentiments solely in Hindi. A total of 24 students participated in the 

debate Competition. 12 teams with 2 participants each participated in the Debate Competition.  

A total of 53 enthusiastic participants from prestigious colleges across Delhi showcased their unique 

talents and skills in 3 competitive events. 

All the esteemed judges were felicitated by the faculty coordinators of our society. The winners 

were presented with prize money, gifts, and certificates, and all the other participants were given 

participation certificates. 

The judges 

shared their valuable insights and offered constructive feedback to help the participants improve 

their future performances.
